o What community policies and practices did you learn about that contributed to your selected issue?

. Goal and Strategy Selection (Step 4)

o What was your overarching goal for your civic action project?
o What strategies did you develop to address your selected issue?
o Who were the community partners that were involved?

. Planning and Taking Civic Action (Step 5)

o Which specific strategies did you implement and why?
o Did you encounter any obstacles? If so, how did you overcome them?
o Describe how you implemented your civic action project.
